How to Burn a Data Disc with Nero StartSmart
1. Select "Nero StartSmart" from the list of programs on your computer.
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2. Highlight "Data" on the Nero menu and select "Make Data Disc. The tabs in the upper-right corner allow you to choose between DVD and CD.
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3. Once you've made your selection, you'll be brought to a new window. Here, you'll be able to choose which files you would like on your CD/DVD.  Click "Add".
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4. A new window will pop up which will allow you to browse your computer for the files you would like on your disc. Highlight the file(s) you want to add, then click "Add". Click "Finished" when you are done.
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5. The bar at the bottom represents how much space will be used on the CD or DVD. It is recommended that you do not allow the bar to go beyond the yellow line or you may have more information than your disc will have room for. When you are finished adding/deleting your files, click "Next".
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6. Next you may choose which cd/dvd drive you would like to use to record your disc, and the writing speed. If you have only one cd/dvd recorder, it will already be selected. Nero selects the fastest writing speed by default. If you are unsure of either of the options, just leave the selected options as they are. On this page, you may also provide a Disc name, and choose the number of copies you wish to make of your disc. You may leave the other options unchecked if you are unsure about them. When you are ready, click "Burn".
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7. Your computer's disc drive will open and a prompt will appear asking you to insert a disc. Place your blank CD or DVD onto the disc tray and close the disc drive.
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8. Nero will begin writing your information to the disc.
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9. When Nero has finished writing your data to the disc, your disc drive will open and you'll see a prompt that says the task was successful. Click "OK" to continue.
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10. You'll be taken to a new window which will give you the options to make another copy of the disc, design a CD cover, or save the project for later use. When you are done, click "Exit".
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11. If you did not save your project, Nero will ask you if you want to save it. Select "Yes" or "No", or if you want to keep the current project window open, select "Cancel".
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12. When you are finished, you'll be brought back to the original menu. Press the red power button at the bottom right corner to exit Nero.
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
